[bookmark: _GoBack]How to upload your animation to the blog
1. Export and save your file.
2. Sign in to Youtube or Vimeo
3. Choose Upload from the top menu.
4. Select the file from your computer and wait for it to upload (this may take a few minutes).
5. When the thumbnail selections appear it has finished processing. 
6. The URL for your video is at the top of the screen in blue. 
7. Click on the URL to start playing the video. Whilst playing, copy the URL. 
8. Paste this into a new line in your blog 
9. Highlight and un-hyperlink the URL. 
10. Update and preview changes.
