Download a QR Code scanner such as Scan by QR Code City onto your phone or iPad. 

Go to their website: http://scan.me/ register and log in.

Choose Create a Code and follow instructions for making a Simple Text message.

Open the app on your phone or iPad and hold the camera up to the code. You should now see your message. 

Go back to Create a Code and experiment with making codes to take users to a website. 

[image: ]You can record your voice on http://audioboo.fm to make talking codes.  Click  ‘save recording’ and copy the URL.

Or you could add music from soundcloud.com , youtube videos, weblinks to make media trails or documents saved online as Google Docs.

What can you do with them?
· Put them in books as book reviews, movie trailers, comprehension questions
· Make a webquest around the school
· Plan an outdoor treasure hunt
· Help young children find websites without typing
· Add voice recordings to displays
· Add information points around the school
· Put them on worksheets for instructions, how-to videos or information sources
· Provide spoken instructions for those who need them
· Make a QR workstation
· Link to feedback or praise messages
· Use to check answers by linking to a Google Doc
· Provide stimuli such as poems or music to listen to
