How to make a green screen photo with Paint.net


Chroma key techniques let you superimpose one image on another, both of which can be static or moving. Basically, it's how films like Star Wars do many of their special effects, and it is an idea that kids latch onto easily and with huge enthusiasm whilst learning a range of transferable skills.

· A picture of yourself in front of a green (or blue) background.
· A background image.
· Paint.net software (free download).

To merge the two photos:

· Open your background picture in Paint.net

· Go to Layers>Import from file and choose your green screen picture
· Go to Effects>Photo>Chroma Key
· Use the slider to remove the background colour
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
